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OVERVIEW


This procedure describes how to set up a PC on a network.
PROCEDURE

1.
The E-Card needs to be installed and the IRQ needs to be set at 10.  If the IRQ is set up to another device such as a modem then:

A. Remove the E-Card and reboot the system.  Before Windows 95 comes up press 'DEL' to go to the system set-up.  Go to 'Peripherals Devices and Disable a Comport'  Ex. Disable Comport 2

B. After saving the changes re-start the PC and start Windows 95.  Go to the 'Control Panel' and click on system icon.  Go to the Device Manager and set the modem which is on IRQ 10 to the Comport 2, this will free IRQ 10 or the card.

C. Reboot the computer before Windows 95 comes up and press F8 and select option 7 to start computer in safe mode.  Place the E-card in the PC and use the installation S/W to install the card.  IRQ 10 connection is 'Coax.'

D. Reboot the system and start Windows 95

2.
Go to the Control Panel in Windows 95:

A. Go to the 'Network' icon.

B. Click on add, 'Adapter.'  Then set up the property of the card by clicking on property.  Go to the Resources Tab and set up the IRQ selected on the install and address.

C. Click on add, 'Protocol.'  Select tTCP/IP for Mircosoft.  Then set up the property of the protocol. Click property.  Click on the tabs of the property, set up the IP Address, DNS Config., and Gateway.

D. Set-up the Tab on the network window and select the identification.  Fill in the Client Name and S
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
