Example of how to user w3#30 prompts #37,38,39.  As an example see w3quoted_Table prompt #32.  These prompts are used for a custom pop up button when the custom button action is set to “report”.   This sets up the settings for the pop up window.

frame=# of Frames to use    (3 frames usually)

f1 = Sidebar Frame Width   (200 if is sidebar or 0 if no sidebar)

f2 = Header Frame Height    (look in view page source)

new=1                                  (always set to 1)

nopath=1                              (always set to 1)

name=Table Name to run    (look in table source to find table name)

31. Report Title – when doing a report you put the report title here. This is the title that appears on the first page of the report where you choose to run it to the terminal or printer. 

32. Show Buttons – this prompt hide the buttons at the bottoms that appear at the bottom of the screen. Ex. save, run, cancel, help. To hide buttons enter “N” (No) for 1-5. 

Hiding Buttons:(EX: W3LOGON_TABLE)

To hide the 'DELETE' button on any table, on the 0 prompt set the

delete sub to 'NONE'.

33. Logon Required – If you put Yes then the is logon mandatory before proceding to the next screen. If you put No then logon is not required to go on.

34. AutoNext ID – If you put yes the system automatically assigns the next number of the id instead of allowing you to enter a id number. If no then you can enter your own id number.

35. Allow to Browse – user can view table w/o being logged on even if logon is required.

36. Logon Groups –  enter logon groups this table accepts (Null=all) (ex. New)

37. Ask Cancel/Continue – asks if the user “wants to cancel or continue exiting the table”.   N = don’t ask.   “ “ or Y =  ask. 

If you wish to make a “web” table set this flag to “No” so it will be turned it off. Web tables don’t have an “eject button” so each time you exit the table it will ask this question.

Example:  If you edit, say ord #100, then go to another screen w/o 'saving' or 'cancel', the system thinks you mave have accidently lots ord#100 changes so, next time to edit an order, say #101, it is basiclly saying 'you were in the middle of 100, continue

with 100, or cancel and edit 101?'  This is somewhat helpful on the intranet but on the internet we want no such thing to come up.

40. Show ID (Y/N) – Set to “No” to hide the ID on the top menuframe of the table. 

41. Alternate Form Action – if user does now want standard action

42. Internet/Web Table – set to yes for internet/web tables. Thus, you don’t use exitlogic on this page. You use #40 with this (cancel/continue) by setting it to “N”.
